AND WHEREAS short-term profits for a few investors should not be sufficient justification for exploring for, mining and
processing uranium near population centers given the risks to hundreds of thousands of people

AND WHEREAS citizens of Ontario oppose the exploration, mining and processing of uranium

the Legislative Assembly of Ontario is requested to call an immediate moratorium on uranium exploration and new uranium
mines in Eastern Ontario until there is a full, well informed, and serious public debate and consensus regarding the impacts of
the uranium cycle, and Ontario energy policy, including the role of nuclear energy as part of this overall energy policy.
